Minutes of City of Woodland Hills, Kentucky Commission Meeting
February 24, 2026
The commission meeting of the City of Woodland Hills was called to order at 7:06 p.m. by Mayor Killeen.  In attendance were commissioners: Hedden, Horan, Ellen Sears, Tree Board, Treasurer Jones, and City Clerk Baldwin. Visitor: Dave Tilford. DeVillier  and Gillenwater were absent.
· Dave Tilford presented the issue of 260 Clarland Dr. The PVA now has this property as part of the city of Woodland Hills. This plot of land is 1.26 acres. In addition, the adjacent plot of land where the pool currently sits is also now part of Woodland Hills. Together there are 5.66 acres of land. Mayor Killeen called the Middletown mayor and he said that he has no knowledge of the reclassification. Horan made a motion that we create a subcommittee, Woodland Hills Housing Sub-Committee, to investigate this issue. Hedden seconded. Motion carried. Dave Tilford and Commissioner Hedden are now designated as members. 
· City Clerk Baldwin presented the January 2026 minutes. Hedden made a motion to approve the minutes. Horan seconded. Motion carried.  
· Treasurer Jones presented the warrants. Horan made a motion to approve the warrants with the review of the LG&E billing dates. Hedden seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
· Treasurer Jones presented the January financial report. Horan made a motion to approve the report.  Hedden seconded. Motion carried.
· Mayor Killeen called for any outstanding reimbursements or bills to be presented. 
· Property Tax Update: Treasurer Jones presented an update.  There is one remaining unpaid property tax from last year. Only 7 property tax bills have not been paid to date for the current year.  
· Tree Board: Sears shared an update on the tree board. *Sears met with Ms. Schmall. She is part of Brownsboro Village. She shared how they are planting and giving trees to residents. * The 10 Tree tags have been ordered and will include a tree name, species, and a QR code for more information about the tree. *Jack Bagget may be able to come on our Arbor Day to present a flag.  *For Arbor Day, possibilities: an arborist share information about the trees, make tree “bombs,” guess the number of acorns, walnut trophy. 
· Park & Beautification: Mayor Killeen gave an update: *The commission will be taking the Christmas decorations down at 9am on Saturday. *Killeen will order 3 more benches for a total of 4 for the Eagle Scout project. 
· Public Safety: Commissioner Gillenwater was absent but sent a note: *She has looked into the FLOCK cameras around Woodland Hills and is working on getting a camera for the city. 
· Communications: Commissioner DeVillier was absent but sent an update. *January minutes were added to the website. 
· Community Engagement: Commissioner Hedden gave an update. *The Arbor Day Celebration, April 25, will start at 9am with walk through the neighborhood and pick up trash culminating at the park. *Shakespeare in the Park is set. *Summerfest is June 20th. There is an updated sponsor level list and Several activities are booked. Bands will be researched. *Hedden is working on the $500 dollar scholarship for a resident going into higher education.
